The ASLAP Excellence in Research Award
Guidelines for Nominations
This award was created to honor members in good standing of ASLAP and the AVMA for scientific contributions to the fields of laboratory animal medicine and/or comparative medicine. The award is intended to honor individuals who have made significant and repeated scientific contributions to the field. The scientific contributions may be of significance to refinement or development of technical procedures within laboratory animal medicine which have resulted in contributions to animal welfare, animal husbandry, animal health, or development of animal models. Studies which have used laboratory animals and have resulted in significant contributions to human health, either through basic or applied research, are also applicable. While the award is not intended to be for recognition of administrative accomplishments alone, contributions to the service functions of ASLAP and other professional organizations will also be evaluated.
	A nomination letter plus 3-6 supporting letters, directly relating to the criteria below, and a curriculum vitae should be sent to the Secretary of ASLAP (Dr. Judy S. Awards will be presented at the meeting of the American Veterinary Medical Association (AVMA) in August of the same year. The awardee will receive a plaque and an honorarium.
Nomination Letter Guidelines:
1. Research Accomplishments (50%) 
0. Specific relevance of the research to the fields of laboratory animal medicine and comparative medicine 
0. The research has made substantial impact to the field 
0. The research has widespread impact which would be applicable in a variety of research settings including contributions to human health as well as the fields of laboratory animal medicine and comparative medicine 
1. Scientific Publications and Presentations (25%) 
1. The nominee has published research findings in high quality, well recognized scientific journals 
1. The nominee has presented research findings at scientific meetings 
1. The nominee has delivered invited presentations 
1. Administrative and Service Functions (10%) 
2. The nominee has made contributions to ASLAP through committee duties or as an officer of the organization 
2. The nominee has made contributions to other organizations within the field (ACLAM, AALAS, AAALAC, etc) 
2. The nominee has credentials and accomplishments within the field (board certification, service on scientific committees, journal editor, service in research organizations,etc) 
1. Peer Recognition (15%) 
3. The nominee has received previous awards or recognitions 
3. Letters of support from other scientists are included which address the nominee's accomplishments and the significance to their field of research following the guidelines above 
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
